For a long time past, the “polyandrous” marriage in areas inhabited by the Tibeta ethnic group has
been a special subject in which the academic circles at home and abroad are interested, however, the
systematic fieldwork in depth undertaken by the Chinese and foreign scholars in this field of study are still
quite limited so far, some studies remain limited in the descrimination of phenomena. This article
presents an account about the research achievements on “ polyandrous” marriage gained by scholars at
home and abroad, gives a special introduction to the study made by Goldstein, an American scholar, who
has combined the studies of the Tibetan land inheritance system and corvee system with the analysis of the
marriage foms; at the same time he has analysed the causes and influence factors that led to the coming
into being of the Tibetan “polyandwus” marriage in relating to the Tibetan taboos in marriage, the social
status of the Tibetan women, etc. .
