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Income Gaps in Economic Development. Differences among Regions,

Occupational Groups, and Ethnic Groups

Abstract: The income gap in Chinese sociely is increasing in recent years. How to understand the current situation
of social stratification and social mobility in China, how to improve the income distribution patterns in today’ s
China, has become the key issue in discussions of Chinese sociologist. The income gaps were observed among
different regions, different occupational groups, and different ethnic groups. The analyses based on official
statistical data and survey data collected by scholars mainly show the regional and occupations income distance. But
the ethnic income difference exists when the variables of region and occupation are contwolled, and this is closely

related to the government policies in ethnic affairs.
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
