Abstract; There have been several system reforms in grasslands in Inner Mongolia since 1949. These changes
had great influences on Han— Mongolian relations and migrant— native relations. Based on a case study of a
typical pastoral community in grassland areas, this article reviews the changes in administration herding
models and migration patterns in the past 6 decades. The information received from field interviews of
herdsman families provide a picture to show how the community functioned and adjusted itself according to
the policy changes.
