Abstract: In 1938, Yang Song elaborated on a series of major national theory issues,
such as "Chinese nation", "establishment of a nation", "national self-determination", on his
serial lectures opened in Marx-Leninism Institute of the Central Committee of the Communist
Party of China. This was the Party’s leading cadres’ first theoretical elaboration on major
national theory issues since the founding of the Party. For "Chinese nation", he emphasized
that China was a multi-ethnic country, the Chinese nation was the common name of Han
people and "Hanization" people, and all peoples in China were equal; for "establishment of a
nation", he proposed that " a new Republic of China with independence, freedom and
happiness" should be founded, and it was different from the democratic republics such as
France and USA, also differed from the socialist Soviet states of dictatorship of the
proletariat like USSR; for "national self-determination”, he put forward that the right of
national self-determination should be combined with its proper use, and Marx-Leninism
advocated the right to self-determination, but did not advocate national dispersion and
separation, and national autonomy was an effective way to solve national problems. Those
ideas above had a deep influence on the formation and development of the national theory of
the Communist Party of China during the period of democratic revolution.

Abstract; Intergroup contact could be used to improve intergroup relations by
enhancing mutual understanding, relieving anxiety, and producing empathy mechanism; at
the same time, the generalization of the contact effect and the expansion of the contact way
also increased dramatically the policy application value of intergroup contact theory. It
should be noted that the positive effect of the intergroup contact was conditional and limited:
a serious breach of optimal conditions may result in negative contact and caused negative
effect on the intergroup relations; more seriously, issues such as their cultural differences
and competing interests could not be completely resolved in the theory framework of
intergroup contact. The policy of the ethnic intercourse, interacting, and co-mingling has
the same logic presupposition as the intergroup contact theory, so the related studies of
intergroup contact is of great significance for promoting our country’s practice in the ethnic
intercourse.

The Configurations of Ethnography: From the Eplstemologlcal Turn
to the New Ontological Return .-------.-- - Wang Mingming(25)

Abstract: Ontology (the understanding of the reahtxes of belng and the elements of
"fact"and "world") and epistemology (the understanding of the nature of the knowledge of
the knower) are relative to each other; in the history of western anthropology, ontological
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and epistemological pursuits have been the two sides of the same "coin" of ethnography, and
they have been relative and related to each other. Ethnography has not been the same
through its own history; rather, it has alter its configurations since the early 20th century.
Prior to the 1970s, the ethnographers paid more attention to the being and value of the
"native", endeavoring to derive ideas from what they learn in the life worlds and cosmologies
of the "observed". For a period after the 1970s, under the influence of the theories of
political economy and power-knowledge as well as literary criticism, they redefined their
central issues, seeking to reveal the epitemological " powers" impacting ethnographic
investigation and writing from outside the "life worlds" of the "observed”. However, since
the 1990s, there have seen a few returns in Western ethnography to "regional traditions of
ethnographic writing", to cosmological comparisons, and to ontological revelations of the
"objectified world". The history of ethnography can be seen as resulting from two
subsequent alternations of the two different emphases of ethnography (epistemological and
ontological) , and the recent discussions of the "ontological turn" can be understood as one of
the "ontological returns" which, as revitalizations of modern ethnography, are an inevitable
alternation of the over-epistemological orientation of "post-modern" Western anthropology.

a spirit. The basis of "Ni" is animism which means all living things have souls. The goal of
"Ni" ritual ceremonies is to ensure ancestral blessings and protect the living. Bimo, the
envoy between "Ni" and the human world, performs "Ni" ritual ceremonies to return those
spirits to their rightful world, which effectively maintains the dynamic equilibrium between
the "Ni" and the human world.
