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Mentorship in Danwei System: A micro-mechanistic analysis on Chinese corporate
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Abstract: Danwei system had been a redistribution system of planned economy in Chinese socialist
regime since 1949. In Danwei, the formal bureaucracy was embedded in the social relationships. In other
words, it was rooted in the mores. The bureaucracy and the apprenticeship influenced each other; they
shaped a dual mechanism in the Chinese industrial enterprises. In addition to the microscopic
mechanism of apprenticeship, family and community also played an important role in the governance.
These continuous, expansible and universal social connections, constructing the various social spheres in

Danwei, were given little attention by the past researches.
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Over the past 30 years’ reform and opening-up, poverty reduction is a greatest success among the
economic and social achievements of China. This paper introduces: a) the composition of the poverty,
including the definition of population living in poverty and having been provided with social assistance or
rural poverty alleviation; b) the anti-poverty process during the reform and opening up, including the
social assistance and the rural poverty alleviation system. This paper puts forward an integrative anti-

poverty strategy of social assistance and poverty alleviation for urban and rural regimes.
