Abstract; The biggest obstacles to Chinese reform have more or less
been successfully passed. But as China continues to gradually devel-
op, there are still five major issues to resolve: successfully handling
the problems that the flourishing of super large — scale cities brings;
ensuring natural resources are sufficient to support further large — scale
urbanization ; the optimal path of government policy restructuring; how
the relatively weaker capitalist instincts of Chinese people will compete
with much stronger international capitalists; and obtaining a better un-

derstanding of the rest of the world.

Abstract; The effect that Chinas reforms have had on economic devel-
opment over the past thirty years — " A fast horse pulling a slow car" -

has resulted in rapid economic growth and slow enhancement of social
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adaptability. Four major problems resulting from the development pat-
tern still need to be adequately addressed: a fast growing GDP but only
a slowly improving daily life for Chinese people; varying effectiveness
of policy between eastern and western regions; exacerbation of condi-
tions for farmers who do not perform agricultural work; and undevel-
oped education standards in western regions of China. In order to safe-
ly overcome these barriers and keep China on the path of economic
growth, the most critical feature will be informed policy choices made

by the government in relation to these issues.

Abstract; For the past twenty years in China, everyone has been ex-
tremely concerned about modernization and economic development, re-
sulting in a cultural upheaval. The real problem is that only symptoms
of the disease gripping China are being treated, rather than the real
sickness ( the Chinese expression " Head doctors for headaches, foot
doctors for foot aches" captures the need for a more complete examina-
tion of what is wrong). There is also a lack of energy. Over the past
few years, there have been noisy arguments for democracy without any
real use, and with a pronounced difference between thetoric and prac-
tice. A better strategy is to consider the stable social structure through-
out the many years of Chinese history, which will hopefully help the

Chinese people to establish a better social order.
