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The Study on the Core Concepts of Contemporary
Sociology of Education and Its Trends

Abstract: Within the sphere of contemporary social sciences, those terms as “ moderni-

ty, post-modernity and globalization” have formed into a unique logic thread and predomi-

nantly penetrated into each field of social science. In constituting the concepts of “moderni-

ty", sociology of education has developed the educational theory into “ grand narrative” and

* fundamentalism” ; the contribution of post modernity is pluralism and self-examination in

addition to its efforts to transcend modernity; If “ globalization” is taken into account, the tra-

ditional polar terms like “ nationality, society and inter-society” have been expanded to global

society and the “modernity study paradigm”, namely “ethnocentrism, anthropocentrism and

occident centrism” have been abandoned. These changes have required urgent constitution of

a new set of concepts.
