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Sociologically, the rate of
women’s participation in labor
has profound social signifi-
cance: on one hand, it indi-
cates women’s ability of social
participation and is thus an
important mark of their social
status; on the other hand, it
indicates women’s financial in-
dependence and their contribu-
tions to society. This article
gives a general survey of the
participation in labor and eco-
nomic status of women abroad
from various aspects, such as
the trades with participation in
labor by women and their sta-
tus in these trades, the types
of employment for women and
the influences on them, the
mobility of the female work-
force, and the income differ-

entiation between the sexes.
