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(3) An Analysis of the Restructuring of Industry Distribution in China from the

Perspective of Welfare Economics Wu Fuxiang and Cai Yue * 96 -«

At present, the spatial distribution of industry in China faces a predicament; in-
dustries in the east are too highly concentrated, while industrial structures in the central
and western regions are close to collapse. From the perspective of differentiated inter-
regional labor mobility, we have constructed a quadratic effect quastlinear preference
utility function and carried out model mapping and numerical simulation with a view
to identifying the causes of this spatial imbalance along the two dimensions of individual
and regional welfare. We find that over the long term, the spatial distribution of industry
provides a certain threshold limit to the combination ratio of differentiated labor. The
problem of the spatial distribution of Chinese industry derives from the fact that optimal
market concentration deviates from optimal social concentration, because the eastern
region does not function as an intermediary between the global and the domestic value
chain. To resolve this predicament, we should act urgently to change our welfare
compensation method from single transfer payments to welfare payments that also

take industrial balance into consideration.

(4) The Present Situation of Gender Attitudes and the Factors Influencing Them: Based
on the Third Survey of Women’ s Social Status in China
Liu Aiyu and Tong Xin « 116 -«

Using data from the Third Survey of Women’ s Social Status in China in 2010,
our research finds that the gender attitudes of both men and women are in transition
from tradition to modernity. Overall, women’ s gender attitudes tend to be more
modern, and the younger they are, the more modern are their attitudes. Men tend to
have more traditional gender attitudes, and these are highly consistent and stable
across different age groups. The shaping force of gender attitudes comes from three
kinds of status practice: ascribed status, achieved status and gender status between
husband and wife. Of these, achieved status plays the most important role. The gender
attitudes of men and women diverge due to different gender status of husbands and
wives. A woman’ s gender attitudes show more modern features if she has higher
economic status before marriage, makes a greater economic contribution to the family
than her husband, enjoys an occupational status that is at least comparable to her
husband’ s, and has an equal or greater share of power in the family compared to her
husband. The mechanisms affecting gender attitudes are different. For women, the
acquisition through their own efforts of educational opportunities, occupations and
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political identity contribute more to the formation of modern gender attitudes; for
men, sharing the housework equally with their wives contributes more to the formation

of modern gender attitudes.

(5) Core Concepts and Their Identification in Criminal Procedure Law

The revision and effective implementation of the Criminal Procedure Law is in-
separable from the guidance provided by several important concepts. At the heart of
the law are the concepts of legal procedure, protection of human rights, evidentiary
adjudication, due process, and efficacy of legal action. Among these concepts, legal
procedure reflects the distinction between criminal procedure legislation and the
administration of justice; protection of human rights embodies the protection of the
rights and interests of the accused and all members of society; evidentiary adjudication
determines the process of judicial decision and the grounds of its legitimacy; due
process expresses the essentially legal procedural character of criminal procedure law;
and the efficacy of legal action reveals the tension between procedural justification and
judicial resources as well as a means of resolving this issue. Establishing and adhering
to such concepts is a long-term process, but it is one that constitutes an indispensable

stage in becoming a country ruled by law.

(6) The Lost Boundary: A Study of the Null Hypothesis Testing Method in Psychology
Jiao Can and Zhang Mingiang « 148

After being introduced into psychology from statistics, the null hypothesis testing
method was widely used and became the most common and the most influential
psychological technique since the emergence of scientistic psychology. However,
psychological circles at home and abroad have found many problems and errors in its
use, as the method has been used outside its proper boundaries. An examination of
its history and development shows that it is most often criticized for dependence on
sample capacity, uncertainty over the degree of significance of conclusions, and
nonrreplicable findings. Effect size is the main factor that influences statistical power.
Introducing the concept of effect size, reporting and explaining effect size, and making
effect size an integral part of research findings will improve the theory and technique
of null hypothesis testing.
