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Analysis of Multidimensional Poverty Measurement of Peasant

Households and Recognition of Its Causes

Abstract; Under the multidimensional poverty theory and the actual situation of China’s rural poor, we use
the data of a survey of 1749 sample households of Gansu in 2016 to measure and resolve the multidimensional pov-
erty of the sample households, and make a probit regression analysis to find the reasons of poverty. The outcome
shows that: poverty still exists in the income of the sample households, and that in the transportation, education
and health is more severe. We believe that the content of anti-poverty should be translated from material-based to
being supplemented by education, health care, transportation, social security etc. And the model of anttpoverty
should also be changed from “blood transfusion” to “hematopoietic” type of poverty alleviation and development.
That is the key to setting up a long-term antt-poverty mechanism.

According to the analysis, in or-
der to enhance his own competitiveness in local marriage market, the bridegroom’s family has to cater to the de-
mand of the fund changing modes of the bride’s family because of the involvement of the match-maker’s interest
that’s how the fund transfer modes of the bride price in match-making comes into being.
