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Abstract: This paper examines the changes in the belief of men as breadwinners in the past twenty years based on the data from three
National Surveys on the Status of Women and found that this belief is becoming stronger among all social groups especially urban men.
This change comes from both the young men who are becoming more traditional than men 20 years ago and the older men today who have
changed to adopt traditional belief. From a gender perspective the paper examines the influence of the husband and wife’s absolute and
relative marital status on men’s attitudes toward breadwinning and their changes overtime. Market-oriented reforms greatly shaped men’s
as well as women's role in family and society. While women's status declines in the labour markets compared to men’s their status in the
family also weakens resulting in the restructuring of gender roles more based on traditional stereotypes. Evidence includes that when there
is an increase in dependence on men there is a stronger belief in men’s breadwinner role. While men work and women dont work there

is a stronger support of mens breadwinning role. While women work and men dont work the support of men’s breadwinning role weak—
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ens. The paper argues for more efforts to improve policies to regulate labour markets and eradicate gender-based discrimination so as to

promote women’s labour force participation and gender equality.
