Abstract: As the most important social scientist of the 20"century and a leading founder of sociolo-
gy, the legacies of Max Weber’s thoughts are still profoundly meaningful to the development of social sci-
ences and political economy of the nation—state in our world. Relying on the representative works of Max
Weber, historical documents and literature review, in this paper, the author aims to explore the historical
link between Weber’s political ideas and the early trajectories of social policy development in Germany
during 1890-1920 on the one hand and elaborate the impact of Weber’s consistent political ideas on so-
cial policy in Germany in the historical context on the other hand.
