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Abstract; Grandparents are an important resource for the care of grandchildren. According to the population
growth of the UK, especially the characteristics of the change in the number of children, the number of grand-
parents in the UK is estimated, and the size of the population that may be affected by the relevant policy of as-
sisting grandparents is clarified. The literature method is used to search and sort out the support policy from the
official information issued by the British government. It is found that although the number of support policies in

the UK is small, the actual effect is better. Most of these policies are embedded in other child-rearing poli-

cies. In practice, the government investment is small, and relevant rights and benefits are transferred between
generations in the family. On the one hand, these policies enable grandparents to gain support and ease the
child-rearing pressure of their children; on the other hand, it also promotes intergenerational communication
and mutual support. The relevant policies provide certain ideas for the formulation of China’s pro-birth policy.
